
ELECTRIC SERVICE REGULATION NO. 2

II - GENERAL DEFINITIONS
1. The following expressions, when used in these regulations, in rate schedules, and in service agreements,

shall, unless otherwise indicated, have the meanings given below:

a. MEMBER - Any individual, partnership, association, firm, public or private corporation, or
governmental agency receiving MLEA's service at any specified location.

b. SERVICE AGREEMENT - The agreement or contract between MLEA and the member pursuant to
which service is supplied and received, including the signing of a Membership and Deposit
Application, or the delivery of electric power and the acceptance thereof by the member.

c. REGULATORY BODY - The Public Service Commission of Utah or the Public Utilities
Commission of Colorado.

d. POINT OF DELIVERY - Member's service terminal, or the point where MLEA's wires are joined
to member's wires or apparatus, unless otherwise specified in the Member Service Agreement.

e. POWER DIVERSION - The theft of electric energy or the use of electric energy which is not
metered and/or billed.

f. IDLE SERVICE - An electrical energy service installation where power is available but not being
utilized. An idle service may or may not include a transformer, a meter, or a service drop.

g. NOTICE - Notification to a member prior to disconnection, when such is required, shall mean a
written statement giving the cause for discontinuance, deposited in the U.S. mail at least 10
calendar days prior to the proposed termination date.
